'The Disappearing Streets and Lost Communities
of Glasgow' by Catriona Haine

When researching our family history, we often want to see, and even visit, the streets our
ancestors lived on. But between the late 19th century and early 20th century, considerable
numbers of Glasgow street names were changed making finding them more challenging.
Then in the late 20th century, many of those streets, along with the communities that
inhabited them, were lost altogether, as the wrecking ball of ‘slum clearances’ hit the city.
This talk focuses on two of those lost communities, Anderston and Hutchesontown, and the
people that lived there in the late 19th century, how their lives were interwoven with the
industry and the history of the streets they inhabited, as well as how to pinpoint those lost
Glasgow streets in the modern day.

Based in the west of Scotland, professional genealogist Catriona Haine specialises in
Scottish family history research as well as the Irish diaspora and their origins in Ireland.
Catriona graduated with a master’s degree in Genealogy from the University of Strathclyde,
having carried out extensive research into 19th century Scottish asylum and poor law history
and the lives of the pauper patients removed from Glasgow Royal Asylum at Gartnavel.
